Love and Obey | 1 John 5:1-5 

Big Idea: When We love God and those around us, we obey His Commandments. Our obedience is not the source of divine love but rather it is proof of God’s love in us. 

1) Proof begins with Faith and goes deeper with Love (Verse 1)
· Faith in Christ, not a trend or movement. 
· Christ was and is and is to come. 



2) In order to love others, we must first love God and Obey Him. 
(Verses 2,3)
· God is Love! 
· God’s love gives us the strength to obey. 
· Love requires action.  
· Obedience requires selflessness. 


3) The battles are raging but the war has been won! (Verses 4,5) 
· The battles are messy and fierce but worth fighting. 
· The only war that is won through surrender. 
· Jesus is the only path to victory! 


Biblical Example of Faith, Love and Obedience.

· The Roman Centurion: Luke 7:1-10
· Motivated by love (Verses 2,6,)
· Humility (Verse 6) 
· Responded quickly, faithfully and with gratefulness. (Verses7) 

Modern Example of Faith, Love and Obedience.
· Lisa TerKeurst; a story of obedience in the midst of hurt disappointment. 
· Despite rejection chose to view her adulterous husband through the eyes of a loving God. 
· Continues to love and obey despite immense pain and suffering. 


Hope Group Sermon Discussion Questions 

1. Obedience requires “submission to another’s authority.” Share a time when you didn’t comply and suffered the consequences. (i.e.: at work, school, parents, law enforcement or scripture etc....) 
 

2. Share about the time when you realized that you needed a savior and realized that Christ had paid for your sins. Does reflecting on that time motivate you to love others? How? 



3. Read Galatians 5:19-21. These actions are evidence of what?  




4. Now Read Galatians 5:22-26. These characteristics evidence of what? How does this relate with 1 John 5:1-5?
